CAAT C - Reading Comprehension
	The Reading Comprehension subtest is designed to measure the examinee’s comprehension of written material. At level C, the Reading Comprehension subtest consists of 50 multiple choice questions. The reading passages include material of a functional nature (signs, advertisements, letters, etc.) and material of an educational nature. Each passage is followed by a series of multiple-choice questions designed to test the examinee’s ability not only to comprehend what is explicit in the material, but also to make inferences and to draw conclusions from what is given.
