CAAT D - Science
	The Science subtest is built upon the philosophy that the biological, physical, and earth/space sciences form the core of a curriculum, with the science process skills forming the basis for understanding and evaluating science content. The premise endorsed by the subtest is one of "scientific literacy," with the major emphasis on the concepts of science, with factual information used primarily to illustrate those concepts. Observation, classification, application of scientific principles, data in​terpretation, and laboratory safety are assessed. In addition, thinking skills are emphasized - the ability to apply, analyze, synthesize, and evaluate information as well as acquire it.
